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1. INTRODUCTION 

This Instruction defines the procedure for submitting a request for a pass for access to, circulation within, 

and exit from the inner city centre of the City of Dubrovnik.  

» The “inner city centre of the City of Dubrovnik” is understood as the part of the traffic zone within the 

protected historic ensemble and the buffer zone of the City of Dubrovnik, encompassing the areas of 

the city districts Grad, Pile–Kono, and the city district of Ploče behind Grad, and in particular the following 

roads:  

- Zagrebačka ulica (from the intersection with Ulica Baltazara Bogišića), 

- Ulica Kralja Petra Krešimira IV., 

- Ulica Bruna Bušića 

- Ulica Druge Dalmatinske brigade, 

- Ulica Frana Supila, 

- Ulica Iza Grada, 

- Ulica branitelja Dubrovnika, 

- Ulica Brsalje, 

- Ulica don Frana Bulića, 

- Put od Republike up to the intersection with Splitski put, 

- as well as other associated streets within this area, including Ilijina glavica, Iza Grada, Zlatni potok, 
Sveti Jakov, Pile, and Ploče. 

 

A pass allows entry, circulation within, and exit within the inner city area for vehicles with a specified 

licence plate number.  
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Six categories of passes are distinguished (for identification purposes):  

 

• GREEN PASS  

• BLUE PASS  

• YELLOW PASS  

• YELLOW PASS – PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES 

• BROWN PASS  

• PASS – OTHER 

 

Green Pass – for official vehicles of state, city, municipal, emergency, and other services.  

Blue Pass – for passenger vehicles (owned or used) by a natural person who has had registered 

permanent or temporary residence in the inner city area for more than one continuous year at the time of 

submitting the application, or who owns real estate (apartment/house) in the inner city area.  

Yellow Pass – approval for a passenger vehicle of a natural person who has:  

- a secured parking space or a secured basis for using a parking space,  

- a secured parking space outside the public parking system or a garage.  

Yellow Pass – persons with disabilities – for a passenger vehicle of a natural person entitled 

to use a parking space designated for persons with disabilities.  

Brown Pass – for: 

- vehicles of legal entities and natural persons (tradespersons/craftsmen),  

- vehicles of persons performing other independent activities with a secured parking space outside 

the public parking system or a garage.  

Pass - Other– for special cases, for the following vehicles: 

a) vehicles used for construction and maintenance (craft) works, in particular for the restoration of 
cultural heritage, 

b) vehicles used for the servicing of equipment and/or machinery necessary for performing an activity, 

at designated times in accordance with specific decisions of the City of Dubrovnik concerning 

delivery (unless exceptional circumstances require otherwise),  

c) vehicles used for the transport and care of a seriously ill or a person with reduced mobility (with a 

medical certificate) who has permanent or temporary residence within the inner city area where such 

transport is carried out outside the home care system (unless exceptional circumstances require 

otherwise),  

d) vehicles used for accessing municipal utility services within the protected historic ensemble of the 

City of Dubrovnik, based on a contract concluded with the service provider,  

e) vehicles of legal entities, natural persons (tradespersons/craftsmen), or persons performing other 

independent activities, for delivery vehicles for the transport of goods with at least three or four 

wheels and a maximum permitted mass of up to 7.5 t, based on a contract with legal entities located 

within the inner city area,  

f) in other particularly justified cases,  

as determined on a case-by-case basis based on the submitted application and relevant documentation. 
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Users: 

- who hold a privileged parking card (PPK) for zones 2, 2 and 3, or 1, 2, and 3,  

- who have a prepaid and reserved parking space at designated public parking areas (Žičara – lower 
plateau, and Pile),  

- who are entitled to access in accordance with Article 16 of the Decision,  

will be automatically entered into the Traffic System and are not required to submit an application.  

If any legal basis for the right of access ceases to exist, the pass will also be revoked.  

2. SUBMISSION OF PASS APPLICATION 

Submission of pass applications is possible via the online application or by submitting the form at the 

registry office of the City of Dubrovnik. After the application has been approved, the pass will be entered 

into the traffic system. Users will not receive a physical pass, nor will they be required to display it on 

the vehicle.

When submitting an online application, the applicant is required to provide all necessary supporting 

documentation, depending on the pass category. 

If the applicant submits the application in person at the registry office of the City of Dubrovnik, the 

received applications will be entered into the system by officials of the competent administrative 

department of the City of Dubrovnik.

The applicant enters the required information and uploads the scanned documentation, depending on 

the type of pass selected.  

 

 

 

2.1 GREEN PASS 

A Green Pass is granted for: 

- vehicles of judicial authorities and the State Attorney’s Office, as well as vehicles of the ministry  

responsible for justice transporting detainees and convicted persons, 

- vehicles of the customs authority, tax administration, State Inspectorate, and Port Authority, 
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- vehicles providing home health and nursing care, 

- vehicles used to transport and care for residents of homes for the elderly and infirm, 

- vehicles of the Croatian Mountain Rescue Service, 

- vehicles of other emergency response services, 

- vehicles of municipal and traffic wardens, as well as vehicles of public utility service providers, 

- vehicles for the delivery of mail and press, vehicles of telecommunications operators, and vehicles 

performing maintenance and servicing of electronic communications infrastructure and related 

equipment and facilities, 

- vehicles of religious institutions located within the inner city area, funeral service vehicles, and 

processions during special religious and/or public ceremonies, 

- vehicles owned by the Republic of Croatia, Dubrovnik-Neretva County, the City of Dubrovnik, and 

legal entities owned or co-owned by them, or established by them, for a limited number of motor 

vehicles as determined by the competent administrative department for each user, 

- vehicles of representatives of diplomatic and consular missions, as well as state, county, and city 

protocol.

2.2 BLUE PASS  

A Blue pass is granted to natural persons who have had registered permanent or temporary 

residence for more than one continuous year at the time of submitting the application, or to natural 

persons who own real estate (apartment/house) within the protected historic ensemble and the 

buffer zone of the inner city area of Dubrovnik.

• First name, last name, and other personal data of the applicant 

• Name of the legal entity 

• Personal Identification Number (OIB) 

• Address 

• E-mail address

After the approval of the Yellow Pass application, the applicant receives, at the email address stated in 

the application, a link via which they are required and authorised to independently enter the vehicle 

registration numbers. 

If the authorised holder of the Yellow Pass does not enter the data via the provided link, the vehicle shall 

be considered to have no regulated status, i.e. no status of an authorised user.

The Brown Pass is granted to legal entities and natural persons–tradespersons (craftsmen), as well as 

persons performing other self-employed activities (excluding public passenger and freight transport in 

domestic road traffic, i.e. taxi services), who have a secured parking space outside the public parking 

system or a garage.

• First and last name and other personal data of the applicant  

• Name of the legal entity 

• Personal Identification Number (OIB)

The “Other” Pass is granted for special cases, such as construction and other trade-related works, 

servicing of equipment or machinery used for business activities, and, at specified times in accordance 

with special decisions of the City of Dubrovnik, deliveries, transport, and care of sick persons and 

persons with reduced mobility, as well as in other particularly justified cases.

• First and last name (for natural persons)  

• Name of the legal entity  

• Personal Identification Number (OIB) (for natural and legal entities)  

• Address (for legal entities)  

• Email address (for natural and legal entities)

3. APPROVAL / REJECTION OF PASS APPLICATIONS 
After the application is received, the competent official of the City of Dubrovnik reviews all entered data and 

the submitted documentation and decides whether to approve or reject the pass application.  

Depending on whether the pass is approved or rejected, the applicant will receive feedback via the email 

address provided in the application.

4. NOTIFICATION OF PASS EXPIRY  
Applicants whose applications have been approved will receive an email notification informing them of the 
upcoming expiry of their pass. The notification is sent regardless of whether the application was submitted 
online via the link or in person at the registry office of the City of Dubrovnik.

5. PENAL PROVISIONS  

A fine will be imposed for each offence on any person who:  

- enters, circulates within, or exits the traffic zone in the protected historic ensemble and buffer zone 

of the City of Dubrovnik during the application of the Traffic System contrary to the provisions of the 

Decision on the conditions for entry, circulation within, and exit from the traffic zone in the protected 

historic ensemble and buffer zone of the City of Dubrovnik (“Official Gazette of the City of Dubrovnik”, 

No. 12/24, 5/25 and 3/26);  

- fails to comply with an order, obstructs or prevents a traffic enforcement officer or municipal 

enforcement officer, or any other person authorised to manage traffic, control vehicle parking, and 

perform other supervisory tasks relating to vehicles and drivers, in accordance with applicable road 

traffic safety regulations and the aforementioned Decision, or otherwise acts in contravention of the 

prescribed rules;  

- fails to notify, within the prescribed time limit, any change in circumstances that constituted a 

condition for obtaining the pass;  

- uses or attempts to use the right to a pass or exemption contrary to the provisions of the Decision 

on the conditions for entry, circulation within, and exit from the traffic zone in the protected historic 

ensemble and buffer zone of the City of Dubrovnik (“Official Gazette of the City of Dubrovnik”, No. 

12/24, 5/25 and 3/26), i.e. uses or attempts to use the same right on the basis of false 

documentation; 

- uses a pass to park in the inner city of the City of Dubrovnik in a location where this is not permitted, 

or circulates contrary to the provisions of the Decision on the conditions for entry, circulation within, 

and exit from the traffic zone in the protected historic ensemble and buffer zone of the City of 

Dubrovnik (“Official Gazette of the City of Dubrovnik”, No. 12/24, 5/25 and 3/26), or circulates and/or 

parks without special authorisation of the competent administrative department, 

- in the event of obtaining approval for a special case or a prepaid or reserved parking space, enters 

and/or circulates within the inner city of the City of Dubrovnik before the prescribed time and/or 

exceeds the time limit of the validity of the approval or reserved parking, and fails to exit the inner 

city of Dubrovnik, 

- enters, circulates within, or exits the inner city of the City of Dubrovnik by a vehicle pursuant to 

Articles 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, and 15 of the Decision on the conditions for entry, circulation within, and 

exit from the traffic zone in the protected historic ensemble and buffer zone of the City of Dubrovnik 
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(“Official Gazette of the City of Dubrovnik”, No. 12/24, 5/25 and 3/26), while performing economic 

activity referred to in Article 16 of the same Decision.  

For the above offences, the following penalties shall be imposed:  

- a legal entity: a fine in the amount of EUR 1,320.00. 

- a responsible person within a legal entity: a fine in the amount of EUR 260.00. 

- a natural person (sole trader, craftsmen) and a person performing other self-employed 

activity: a fine in the amount of EUR 660.00. 

- a natural person: a fine in the amount of EUR 260.00. 

Exceptionally, in the case of offences committed with vehicles owned by legal entities or natural 

persons–traders (craftsmen) engaged in vehicle rental activities (rent-a-car), legal entities and 

responsible persons, or natural persons–traders, shall be fined in accordance with the City of Dubrovnik 

regulation governing the entry, circulation within, and exit of rent-a-car vehicles from the traffic zone in 

the protected historic ensemble and buffer zone of the City of Dubrovnik, unless otherwise regulated by 

that specific act.  

If a user acts contrary to the provisions of the Decision on the conditions for entry, circulation within, 

and exit from the traffic zone in the protected historic ensemble and buffer zone of the City of Dubrovnik 

(“Official Gazette of the City of Dubrovnik”, No. 12/24, 5/25 and 3/26), and the competent administrative 

department establishes such a violation through supervision or by other appropriate means, the pass 

issued for the vehicle with the registered licence plate used in the violation will be revoked, 

regardless of whether any misdemeanour or other proceedings have been initiated or completet. The 

pass will be revoked as follows: 

 

- for a first violation: 7 (seven) days from the date the revocation notice is delivered, 

- for a second violation: 30 (thirty) days from the date the revocation notice is delivered, 

- for a third violation: permanently, with effect from the date the revocation notice is delivered. 

The revocation of the pass for the vehicle with the registered licence plate will be visible to the authorised 

user via the link provided when submitting the application. The City of Dubrovnik will notify Sanitat Dubrovnik 

d.o.o. of any violation involving a vehicle with the registered licence plate for which the authorised user 

obtained the right to a pass pursuant to Article 11, paragraph 1, item 1 and Article 13, paragraph 1, item 1 of 

the Decision, in order to enable the taking of measures against users of preferential parking cards (PPK) who 

use them contrary to the provisions of the Decision and the General Terms and Conditions for the provision 

of municipal parking services in the City of Dubrovnik.
